International Scholarly Contacts

In late November 2012 the International symposium “Upper Paleolithic Geoarchaeology and the
Last Glacial Maximum in Northern Asia” was held at Tokyo Metropolitan University. Professor Masami
Izuho, an outstanding Japanese archaeologist, alongside with professors lan Buvit and Karisa Terry,
representing Washington Central University, were the key organizers of the event. Archeologists from
Japan, the USA, Mongolia and Russia took an active part in the symposium. The Russian archeology
was represented by Dr. Mikhail Konstantinov, a professor from Zabaikalsky State University. The reports
presented by the scholars from different countries revealed the research issues of Transbaikal Stone
Age. The participants of the workshop were able to see some archaeological collections of Paleolithic
monuments and visit some expositions at the leading museums of Tokyo.

In January 2013 the Tokyo symposium was followed by a workshop held at the History department
of Zabaikalsky State University in Chita, Russia. Archaeologists from Chita and Tokyo, including
professors M. Izuho and H. Sato as well as their postgraduates participated in the event. The Japanese
scholars and Oleg Kuznetsov, an archaeologist from Chita, presented their reports. During the panel
session Japanese and Russian colleagues discussed some burning issues of Transbaikal archaeology.
Japanese researchers studied the archaeological collection of Paleolithic monuments kept by the
Paleo-Ecology Laboratory of the History department. The focus of everyone’s attention was Studenoe,
a multilayered site located on the banks of the Chikoi river. The Japanese experts were also introduced
